We will be reading the previous lesson and a little more on May 11, Pentecost Sunday. This is the Sunday
that we sometimes call the birthday of the Christian Church. This is the day that the Holy Spirit came
amongst those early believers and non-believers alike and with a violent rushing wind and tongues of flame
settled there in the entire house. We know from this story that this event resulted in 3000 being baptized
that very day.

The Spirit came into their midst and they could all understand the word of God being
spoken in their midst, in their own languages.
