The meeting was called to order by George Prill and devotions were led by Pastor Scott, based on Romans 5:1-8
Doug Aitken moved, seconded by David Sinclair, that the minutes of the previous meeting be approved as printed. Motion carried.

The pastors will place their April reports in Council members’ boxes soon. The June newsletter calendar was passed around. Pastor
Pam asked for prayers for her mother, Hazel Smith, who is facing serious surgery next week.

OLD BUSINESS

Harald Steltzer, chair of the Scholarship Committee, reported that the committee met today and approved scholarships for 14 students
at $250 each. Harald passed out a revised Scholarship Fund Policy (see attached copy) Harald moved, seconded by Helen Moeser, that
the revised policy be approved. Motion carried. Harald also passed out copies of the revised application, which did not require
Council approval.

The pastors reported that because of Debbie’s resignation, both pastors will have to accompany the Senior Youth on their mission trip
to Georgia set for June 29 to July 5™. A long trip such as this one requires two bus drivers. Helen moved, seconded by David Sinclair,
that the Congregation Council, due to the special circumstances of Debbie Stephenson resignation, supports the necessities of both
pastors attending the Senior High Youth trip to GA. The pastors will schedule a pastoral replacement.

Catch the Spirit Revival is set for Sept, 4, 5, 6. Thursday and Friday the program will begin at 7:00 p.m. Saturday’s service will
begin at 6:00 p.m. The pastors are working on selecting three Lutheran pastors to deliver the sermons, while Jennifer is working on
organizing a Revival Choir. The liturgy will be similar to that used on Pentecost. Doug Aitken will check on renting needed
equipment such as a tent. The Junior Youth will provide light refreshments for donations.
